1. 	In accordance with references (a) - (d), I have the authority to detail trial counsel within Legal Services Support Section XXXX (LSSS-XXXX) to Article 32 hearings, special courts-martial, and general courts-martial.  Per paragraph 0130(b) of reference (c), I delegate my authority to detail trial counsel within LSSS-XXXX to Article 32 hearings, special courts-martial, and general courts-martial to the Regional Trial Counsel (RTC) with the following restrictions. 

	a. The RTC cannot detail cases designated as national security cases pursuant to reference (c).  

	b. The RTC shall not detail himself to any cases; 

	c. Pursuant to reference (d), the RTC shall ensure that only qualified counsel are detailed to general courts-martial and special victim cases.
 
2. 	You may further delegate your detailing authority as you deem appropriate; however, you shall ensure strict compliance with reference (d), and, shall not delegate detailing authority for cases involving allegations of violations of UCMJ Articles 118, 119, 119a, 120, 120b, 120c, 125 (with a child or forcible), 134 (child pornography), or 80 (attempts to commit the previously listed articles).  Additionally, you shall not delegate detailing authority to any individuals not selected to the grade of O-4.
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
