Pursuant to my authorities under references (a)-(d), this letter certifies you as a special victim capable trial counsel qualified to prosecute cases alleging violations of Articles 118, 119, 119a, 120, 120, 120b, 120c, 125 (with a child or forcible), 128 (domestic violence involving aggravated assault or child abuse), Article 134 (child pornography or assault with intent to commit the previously listed articles), or 80 (attempts to commit any of these articles).  You have earned the trust of your Senior Trial Counsel, your Legal Services Support Team Officer-in-Charge (LSST-OIC), the Regional Trial Counsel and me through your hard work and diligent representation of the United States. Additionally, you have completed all of the required prerequisites under reference (d).

2.  When prosecuting a special victim case, you must always be mindful of your requirements to keep all victims and witnesses informed in accordance with reference (e).  You must also consult with the Highly Qualified Expert within 10 days of being detailed to any special victim case and keep your Senior Trial Counsel, your LSST-OIC, and the Regional Trial Counsel apprised of the status of your case.
