Subj: LEVEL I ANTITERRORISM (AT) AWARENESS TRAINING

Ref: (a) DoDI 2000.16
{b) MCO 3302.1E

1. Per the references all military and civilian personnel are
required to receive Level I AT Awarenesgs Training annually.
Contractor personnel will be offered AT Level I training under
the terms and conditions as specified in their contract.

2. The required training must be completed for all perscnnel
(military, civilian and contractor) being deployed, eligible for
deployment or if the terrorism threat level within the U.S. and
its territories rises above “Moderate”. Additionally, family
members, 14 years of age or older (when family members are
deploying or traveling on Government orders) shall also receive
Level I AT Awareness Training.

3. The Level I AT Awareness Training is currently available at
https://atlevell.dtic.mil/at/. Upon completion of the training,
personnel will e-mail the completion certificate to

HNHL YRYTRING@usmc.mil and SMB.HQMC.PhySec@usmc.mil. Personnel
should also retain a copy for their records.

4. This web-based training will fulfill the required annual
military personnel training requirement. All personnel must
complete this training prior to receiving pre-deployment specific
AT training (i.e. high-risk of capture, code of conduct/survival
evasion resistance and escape), Area of Responsibility (AOR)
updates or threat briefs.

5. Staff Agency/Activity Security Coordinator’s will ensure all
personnel receive an AOR update brief and submission of the
country/theater clearances as prescribed in the Department of
Defense (DoD) Foreign Clearance Guide within three months of
deployment or travel to overseas. Information concerning AOR
briefs and country/theater clearances can be found at
https://www.fcg/pentagon.mil/feg.cfm.
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6. To fulfill travel-briefing requirements when traveling
overseas, all personnel must be briefed in accordance with the
highest terrorism threat level established by DoD for the AOR for
each individual country. Personnel located aboard the Pentagon
Reservation should contact the Headgquarters Marine Corps,
Physical Security Manager, at (703)693-2696 to schedule a brief.
For personnel located aboard Henderson Hall, as well as other
outsider agencies, contact Headgquarters and Service Battalion,
Henderson Hall, S-3 Office, at (702)614-1765 to schedule a brief.
