· [bookmark: _GoBack]Produced significant Nuclear Command & Control (NC2) gains for USSTRATCOM and the DoD--took a myriad of stove-piped, legacy systems to state-of-the-art, integrated, and net-centric enterprise capabilities
· Implemented new NC2 dashboard; fused over 35 separate data feeds into a single Common Operational Picture (COP)--enhanced NC2 Situational Awareness (SA) and streamlined command & control comms for USSTRATCOM senior staff
· Facilitated $14M USSTRATCOM continuity of operations capability; delivered Information Technology (IT) to backup sites--provided Combatant Command (COCOM) mission critical data redundancy & ability to fight through attacks
· Piloted $8.2M E-4 & E-6 aircraft upgrades; modernized airborne command post & National airborne operations center platforms with standardized/leading edge systems--enabled survivable comms transmission to warfighters 3 times faster 
· Guided nuclear data fusion w/$25M Nuclear Planning & Execution System (NPES); melded various NC2 systems/time sensitive information at 11 sites--combined nuclear plans, messaging, attack options, battle damage assessments, and blue force tracking & cemented intelligence, surveillance, and reconnaissance (ISR) for precision enemy targeting packages  
· Championed three major Strategic Analysis & Reporting System (STARS) software releases; maintained 99% uptime rating during transition/synchronized data in 3 systems--bolstered enemy missile detection, force survival, and alerting to warfighter 
· Oversaw $3M NC2 database sys upgrade--gave SECDEF US nuclear arsenal info for Int'l START treaty compliance
· Integrated nuclear forces & readiness info into $15M missile warning sys; provided first fusion of adversary missile impact on US with nuclear and conventional offensive options--boosted quality in war decisions for National level leaders
· Planned $40M IT transition; vetted new HQs building and IT requirements--ensured NC2 systems move to new $1B facility
· Directed 302 NC2 requirements; assured seamless transition of legacy sensors supporting COCOM nuclear deterrence and detection mission--kept crucial mission systems available for Global Operations Center (GOC) with no attacks on US
· Ushered $2M Force Status & Readiness (FSR) system migration; provided first real-time nuclear status of forces & nuclear weapon generation site pictures to CDRSTRATCOM--provided nuclear surety of National assets/refined kill chain execution
· Chartered $3.5M Global Information Grid AOR Decision Support System (GADSS) overhaul; mapped USSTRATCOM critical communications infrastructure and IT nodes--enabled 24/7 tracking of priority circuits & gave first cyber ops SA

· Drove NPES Initial Capabilities Document (ICD) initiative; identified capability gaps, conducted testing of air, ground, maritime nodes, gathered performance metrics, and authored package via Joint Capabilities Integration & Development System (JCIDS) process--got Joint Staff and OSD support/USSTRATCOM poised for $114M mission system retrofit

Mr. Corpman successfully led a series of nuclear related IT initiatives that has transformed how USSTRATCOM manages the nuclear enterprise, plans for contingencies, and executes the various missions assigned under the Unified Campaign Plan (UCP).
