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Major Keefer graduated from Birmingham-Southern College in May 2005 and was commissioned a 
Second Lieutenant.  After completing The Basic School and Ground Intelligence Officer training he reported 
to First Battalion, Third Marines in August 2006.   

At First Battalion, Third Marines, Second Lieutenant Keefer served as the Scout Sniper Platoon 
Commander during the battalion’s deployment to Haditha, Iraq from February to November 2007.

Intelligence Officer Course.  He is a distinguished graduate of both Expeditionary Warfare School and 
Command and Staff College and holds a Master of Military Studies degree from Marine Corps University.
