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Please find within this folder the new (2019) Religious Needs Assessment (RNA), authorized for use by all RMTs. My thanks to the RNA Working Group for delivering their insightful analysis of the CPF RNA on a short timeline, positioning us to execute Line of Effort 2.6 of the DON Strategic Plan for Religious Ministry, Goal 2.

Navy commanding officers and JAGs will soon be receiving a letter from the CNP regarding BUPERSINST 1730.11, including required, systematic use of the standardized RNA as stated in that policy, and referencing the attached draft training. Though the BUPERSINST applies to the Navy, the RNA will be the PNC standard wherever chaplains and RPs serve. Please disseminate these attachments widely so that your teams can begin to use the RNA, review the training, and be ready to answer questions. For RMTs serving Navy units, they will have the ability to tell their commanders that they are already using the standard RNA when the CNP’s letter arrives. 

I strongly recommend that you familiarize yourself with the attached so that you are prepared to deliver accurate advice. The standardized RNA is an indicator of how PNC continues to mature, for the benefit of all those we serve. Thank you for your ongoing efforts to execute the Strategic Plan. I look forward to seeing you at SLS, where we will continue to refine the Plan and its execution.
